
(2)  In the event 2 teams are tied for points, the team defeating the other shall be placed higher.
(3)  In the event 3 teams are tied for points, the standings will be determined using the following formula.

(a) The team with the best goal average will be placed higher.
     Example:  Goals for 10; Goals against 4; percentage is 10/14 = .714
(b) If 2 teams have the some goal average, the team defeating the other
     will be placed higher.
(c) Coin flip if necessary
